— In exercise of the powers
conferred by sub-section (1) of section 60 of the Haryana Value Added Tax Act,
2003 (Act 6 of 2003), and all other powers enabling him in this behalf, and with
reference to Haryana Government, Excise and Taxation Department, notification
No. web 14/H.A. 6/2003/S.60/2004, dated the 23 January, 2004, the Governor
of Haryana hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Haryana
Value Added Tax Rules, 2003, namely: -

1. These rules may be called the Haryana Value Added Tax
(Amendment) Rules, 2004.

2. In the Haryana Value Added Tax Rules, 2003 (hereinafter called the

said rules), the existing rule 10 shall be renumbered as sub-rule (1)

thereof and after sub-rule (1) so renumbered, the following sub-rule shall

be added with effect from 15" February, 2004, namely:-

“(2) In relation to a dealer in whose case taxable quantum as
specified in sub-section (2) of section 3 of the Act or in the
foregoing sub-rule is not nil, the taxable quantum shall be
five lakh rupees and he shall be liable to pay tax on and from

the day following the day his gross turnover in any year first

exceeds the taxable quantum.”.

3. Inthe said rules, in rule 52,-
M in sub-rule (2)-
0] for the words “twenty five lakh rupees”, the words
“forty lakh rupees” shall be substituted ;
(i) under heading “Application in form A”, for the existing
para, the following para shall be substituted, namely:-
“MWe. .o, proprietor/partner/director/manager of
M/s ........... district.......... holding TIN......... opt for payment of

lump sum in lieu of tax from the month following the month in



which my application for lump sum payment is allowed in terms of
the provisions of rule 46 and 52 of the Haryana Value Added Tax
Rules, 2003.”;
(1) in sub-rule (7), for the words “ twenty five lakh rupees”, the
words “forty lakh rupees” shall be substituted.
